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Study on the life support service with cooperative community in elderly housing

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The aim of this study is to clarify the way of life support service and, physical
and human environments to activate the exchange of residents in elderly housing with supportive service.
The results are follows. Elderly housing with full board decreased in opportunities to go out of
residence and, reduce the conversations between residents. Elderly housing was able to make the
self-determination of the care services and lifestyle in the period of long-term care need. Workshops
in planning and design process got a better understanding of policy of operation for the elderly housing.

The Spatial formation close to entrance, dining room, and front desk activated the exchanges between
residents. The activation of community activities is the necessary support by the city government and,
that community comprehensive care center, and that care service provider in the early stage.
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
