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Kinki University English Society Bylaws

Article | (name) In Japanese, the name of this society shall be “Kinki daigaku eigo kenkyikai.”
2. In English, the name of this society shall be “Kinki University English Society.”

Article 2 (purpose) The purpose of this society is to promote research in the fields of English
language, English language education, English/American literature, linguistics and
other related fields.

Article 3 (activities) The major activities of this society shall be the twice annual publication
of Kinki daigaku eigo kenkyiikai kiyé, and as a rule, the holding of an annual colloquium.
2. In English, the title of the journal shall be Kinki University English Journal.

3. Necessary bylaws governing the editorial committee for publication of the journal
as well as the rules regarding contributions of articles shall be stipulated else-
where.

Article 4 (head office) The head office of this society shall be located in the office of the society
president.

2.  The head office shall handle those issues pertaining to matters such as external
activities and publicity.

Article 5 (business office} The business office of this society shall be located in the office of the
secretary.

2. The business office shall perform business activities such as are necessary when
receiving contributions and holding a colloquium.

Article 6 (eligibility for membership) Membership shall be open to current faculty (including
part-time lecturers) in the School of Law and the School of Economics who are in
agreement with the purpose of this society.

Article 7 (officers) Officers in this society shall consist of the society president, the business
affairs officer, and several members of the editorial committee.

Article 8 (general assembly) As a rule, this society shall convene a general assembly when
holding a colloquium.

2. The general assembly shall hold the ultimate decision power in this society.

Article 9 (budget) This society shall run on the budgets of the School of Law and the School of
Economics.

Articlel0 (revision of society rules) Revision of the rules of this society shall take place
through consultation of the general assembly.

2. On decisions of important financial matters, the chief administrative officers of
the School of Law and the School of Economics will be in attendance at the general
assembly.

Supplementary Provision These bylaws shall take effect from October 1, 2007.

Submission Guidelines

Important Information about manuscripts

1. Manuscripts submitted to the Kinki University English Journal must be original re-
search and must not have been previously published.

2. Editors will decide upon inclusion of each submitted manuscript following the re-
sults of the refereeing process and the requested corrections, modifications and/or
additions.

3. As a general rule, copyright of papers published in the Kinki University English

Journal remains with Kinki University.

Guidelines

1. All manuscripts must be in Japanese or English.

2. All manuscripts must be typed with word processing software (Microsoft Word
preferred). (Handwritten manuscripts will not be accepted.) Specify clearly whether
yvou used Windows or Macintosh and which version.

3. Manuscript length should be within 20,000 characters for Japanese submissions
and within 8,000 words for English submissions.

4. The first page should only include the title, author’s name, an abstract and key-
words (upto 5 keywords). They should be in both Japanese and English. Japanese
and English abstracts should be approximately 400 characters and 200 words respec-
tively. The manuscript should start on the second page.

5. Japanese Style: (refer to the Japanese version of this document)

6. English Style: Literature manuscripts should follow MLA (Modern Language
Association) style. Other manuscripts should follow APA (American Psychological

Assoclation) style. References should follow the style as outlined in these manuals.
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
